� he second Gospel was 
written by St. Mark, who, 
in the New Testament, is 
sometimes called John 
Mark. Both he and his 
mother, Mary, were 
highly esteemed in the 
early Church, and his 
mother's house in Jerusa-
lem served as a meeting 
place for Christians there.  

St. Mark was associated 
with St. Paul and St. 
Barnabas (who was 
Mark's cousin) on their 
mi ssi onar y j our ney 
through the island of Cy-
prus. Later he accompa-
nied St. Barnabas alone. 
We know also that he was 
in Rome with St. Peter 
and St. Paul.   Tradition 
ascribes to him the found-
ing of the Church in Alex-
andria.  
Mark is the son of Mary at 
whose house in Jerusalem 
the apostles stayed and a 
cousin of Barnabas, he 
was probably a Levite and 
perhaps a minor minister 
in the synagogue.  He may 
have been the young man 
who attempted to follow 
Jesus after his arrest, was 
caught, by wiggled out of 
his cloak and fled naked 
(Mark 14:51-52), but this 
is uncertain.  He accompa-
nied Paul and Barnabas to 
Antioch in 44 (Acts 
12:25), then to Cyprus, 

and with Barnabas was on 
Paul’s first missionary 
journey (Acts 13:5), but 
left Paul at Pamphylia and 
returned to Jerusalem (Acts 
13:13).  Whatever the rea-
son, he had evidently of-
fended Paul, who did not 
take him on his second 
missionary journey, which 
was the occasion of the 
disagreement and separa-
tion of Paul and Barnabas 
(Acts 15:36-40).  Mark 
accompanied Barnabas to 
Cyprus (Acts 15:39) and 
then, evidently back in 
Paul’s good graces, was 
with him in Rome during 
his first imprisonment 
(Col. 4:10), where he was 
evidently a disciple of Pe-
ter, who affectionately 
called him “ my son, Mark”  
(1Pet. 5:13).  An early un-
certain tradition has him 
first bishop of Alexandria, 
and he is probably the 
same as the John Mark 
(Acts 12:25) mentioned 
several times in the New 
Testament.  In the East this 
John Mark is believed to 
have been a separate per-
son who became bishop of 
Biblos; his feast is cele-
brated on September 27.   
Mark was the author of the 
second gospel, written 
probably between 60 and 
70 and based on the teach-
ing of Peter, Papias, the 
bishop of Hierapolis in 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Asia Minor, called him the 
interpreter of Peter, in 130, 
and an ancient tradition had 
it written in Rome for Gen-
tile Christians.   Tradition 
tells us that St. Mark was 
requested by the Romans to 
set down the teachings of St. 
Peter. This seems to be con-
firmed by the position which 
St. Peter has in this Gospel. 
In this way the second Gos-
pel is a record of the life of 
Jesus as seen through the 
eyes of the Prince of the 
Apostles. 

Many modern scholars be-
lieve that Mark provided 
Matthew and Luke with a 
common source for their 
gospels.  Mark is the patron 
of Venice, which claims his 
body is in St. Mark’s Cathe-
dral there, where it is re-
ported to have been brought 
from Alexandria.  In art he is 
represented as a lion. His 
feast day is April 25. He is 
the patron saint of notaries.
