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 St. Matthew relates in the Gospel today how Christ was conceived (Cf. 
Lk.1:25-38).  “We truly honor and venerate Mary as Mother of God, because 
she gave birth to a person who is at the same time both God and man” (St. Pius 
V Catechism, I, 4,7). 
 According to the provisions of the Law of Moses, engagement took 
place about one year before marriage and enjoyed almost the same legal valid-
ity.  The marriage proper consisted, among other ceremonies, in the bride being 
brought solemnly and joyously to her husband’s house (cf. Deut 20:7).  From the moment of engagement 
onwards, a certificate of divorce was needed in the event of a break in the relationship between the cou-
ple. 
 “St. Joseph was an ordinary man on whom God relied to do great things.  He did exactly what the 
Lord wanted him to do.  Joseph considered his spouse to be holy despite the signs that she was going to 
have a child.  He was therefore faced with a situation he could not explain.  Precisely because he was try-
ing to do God’s will, he felt obliged to put her away; but to shield her from public shame he decided to 
send her away quietly. 
 Mary’s silence is admirable.  Her perfect surrender to God even leads her to the extreme of not 
defending her honor or innocence.  She prefers to suffer suspicion and shame rather than reveal the work 
of grace in her.  Faced with a fact which was inexplicable in human terms, she surrendered herself confi-
dently to the love and providence of God.  God certainly submitted the holy souls of Joseph and Mary to a 
severe trial.  We ought not be surprised if we also undergo difficult trials in the course of our lives.  We 
ought to trust in God during them, and remain faithful to Him, following the example they gave us. 
 God gives His light to those who act in an upright way and who trust in His power and wisdom 
when faced with situations which exceed human understanding.  By calling him the son of David, the an-
gel reminds Joseph that he is the providential link which joins Jesus with the family of David, according 
to Nathan’s messianic prophecy. 
 The most striking thing about Joseph is the manner in which he opened himself to God in quiet 
faith.  No spoken word of his has been recorded but the facts of his life point to a person utterly obedient 
to the word of God.   
 Joseph was a man who gave everything in the service of Christ.  His example gives us courage to 
face problems in a similar spirit and to keep on believing when all seems hopeless.  Along with Mary he 
is singled out as the one who can best prepare us for Christmas.  We are asked to receive Christ as freely 
and fully into our hearts as he did and to make the major decisions of our lives based on the faith given to 
us from God.
