I nsi de t h i s i ssue: 

���� n All Souls Day, November 2, (in the 
Western Church, and this feast is celebrated 
in the Maronite Church on Sunday before 
the beginning of the Great Lent and it is 
called “Sunday of the Faithful Departed), 
individual parishioners faithfully visited 
church, prayed six Our Fathers, Hail Marys, 
and Glorys for the intention of the Hol y 
Father.  In doing so, they received a plenary 
indulgence for a soul in purgatory, thus 
freeing a soul for heaven.  The story told by 
these traditions was clear.  Those who have 
died are in a mournful place, purgatory. 
 I ntegral  to the church’ s 
understanding of itself as the Communion of 
Saints is its attention to those in purgatory.  
This has taken the form of remembering the 
dead during Divine Liturgy and, more than 
this, actually offering the fruits of the Mass 
for particular persons who have died.  
Concern for the dead, along with concern 
for one’ s own fate after death, has motivated 
the evolution of the Catholic tradition of 
indulgences.  A feast day remembering the 
souls in purgatory began to be celebrated on 
November 2, with the whole month of 
November eventually being dedicated to 
remembering the dead. 

PURGATORY:  The popular belief that 
the soul gradually leaves the body gives a 
hint of a journey after death, a journey that 
involves some kind of purification.  This 
was a conviction of pagans and apparently 
of Christians, too.   
The foundation of  the church’s teaching 
regarding those in purgatory lies in the 
constant belief and practices of believers.  
Already in early times, Christian practice 
was to remember their dead on the 3rd, 7th, 
and 30th day and on the annual anniversary 
(in the Maronite Church on the 7th, 40th day 
and on the annual anniversary).  It soon 
became common to celebrate the Eucharist 
on these anniversaries.  
 In 211, Tertullian spoke of the 

Christian observation of the anniversary days of 
their departed as an established tradition.  
Hippolytus (d. 235) mentions prayers for the dead in 
the context of the Eucharist.  (In the Maronite 
Liturgy there is always a mention of the dead.)  This 
practice became  universal  by  the  end of the 4th   
century.     The   Ecumenical   Council    of    Lyons 
II    taught   that undergoing purification  after  
death  could  be  assisted by  the  prayers and  good 
works of the living and by Masses offered for them. 
 In the 6th century,  the  New  Testament 
notion of fire ceased to  be   a   symbol  of   
purification   and   became   associated    with    
actual punishment after death.  This gave  rise  to  
the  description  of  “suffering souls in purgatory.”   
In the Middle Ages, belief in a purifying-punishing 
fire became common in the Western church.  With 
the help of art and popular preaching, purgatory 
became a minor version of hell, the only difference 
being that purgatory is not terminal.  This 
exaggeration produced a “hyper-attention”  to the 
needs of those suffering there and a feast day 
provided for their benefit. 
PRAYERS FOR TH E DEAD:  The practice of 
offering the fruits of a Liturgy for a particular per-
son who has died became popular almost at the 
same time as the tradition of daily Liturgy in 7th 
century.  This tradition became so widespread that it 
led eventually to abuses involving multiple Litur-
gies each day and abuses related to the offerings of 
money or stipends. 
 In the 16th century, Protestant reforms 
challenged the efficacy of prayers for the dead.  
They preached against practices associated with this 
tradition, especially the tradition of indulgences and 
Liturgies for the dead.  The Council of Trent de-
fended the church’s teaching and practices but con-
demned abuses. 
 During modern times a preoccupation with 
the needs of those in purgatory continued.  Parish-
ioners were accustomed to daily Liturgy for the de-
ceased, celebrated in black vestments, with absolu-
tion prayers for the dead person. 
Vatican II repeated the traditional teaching on the 
value of praying for the dead in its Dogmatic Con-
stitution on the Church (51-52).  It cautioned, how-
ever, against abuses and excesses. 

All Souls Day (Nov. 2ndndndnd ) 
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St atu t e 406.  As its name im-
plies, the Pastoral Council is to 
be concerned under the di rec-
t ion of the pastor with the pas-
toral l i fe of the par ish: 

a. L iturgical l i fe, music, main-
tenance of the church, vest -
ments, sacred vessels, can-
dles, wine and water, l i tur-
gical ministers (readers, 
servers, cantors, choir , ush-
ers;) 

b. Religious educat ion of chi l-
dren, young persons, and 
adults;  

c. Pastoral care for  the sick, 
elder ly, and handicapped;  

d. Preparat ion of those in-
volved in the recept ion of 

the Sacraments of Bapt ism 
and Chr ismat ion, First  
Holy Communion, and 
Marr iage;  

e. Care of immigrants and 
economically disadvan-
taged persons;  

f. Promot ion of ecumenism;  

g. Foster ing bonds of fr iend-
ship with non-Chr ist ians. 

St atu t e 407.  I t  is the compe-
tency of the Pastoral Council to 
advise and cooperate with the 
Pastor in the Pastoral care of 
the par ish.  As such, the Pas-
toral Council serves as a per-
manent  st ructure for  const ruc-
t ive dialogue among the clergy, 
religious and laity. 

St atu t e 408.  The Pastoral 
Council is to provide leader-
ship, counsel, resources and 
encouragement to apostolic 
and spir itual development  of 
all par ishioners. 

St atu t e 409.  The Pastoral 
Council is to serve as a coordi-
nat ing body for  Par ish organi-
zat ions and act ivit ies, with the 
except ion of the Stewardship 
Council. 

St atu t e 410.  All members of 
the Pastoral Council must  
maintain the confident iality of 
the deliberat ions of the council, 
especially with respect  to pr i-
vacy and personal reputat ions. 
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St atu t e 438.  As its name im-
plies, the Stewardship Counci l  
is to be concerned with the ac-
quisit ion, administ rat ion, and 
alienat ion of the temporal 
goods of the par ish: 

a. Educat ing the par ishioners 
of their  responsibil i t ies in 
the support  of the Church, 
its apostolate and its minis-
ters;  

c) Formulat ing and execut ing 
fund-raising programs;  

d) Oversight  of the mainte-
nance and development of 
par ish propert ies; 

e) Oversight  of the manage-
ment  of par ish funds; 

f) Care of immigrants and 

economi cal l y  di sadvan-
taged persons. 

St atu t e 439. I t  is the compe-
tency of the Stewardship Coun-
cil to advise and cooperate 
with the Pastor in mat ters re-
lated to the propert ies and fi-
nances of the Par ish.  As such, 
t he St ewar dsh ip Counci l  
serves as a permanent st ruc-
ture for  const ruct ive dialogue 
among the clergy, religious and 
laity. 

St atu t e 440.  All members of 
the Stewardship Council must  
maintain the confident iality of 
the deliberat ions of the council, 
especially with respect  to pr i-
vacy and personal reputat ions.  
Documents relat ing to the af-
fairs of the Stewardship Coun-

cil are the exclusive property 
of the Par ish and cannot  be 
divulged to anyone without 
the wr it ten permission of the 
Pastor.

���� hanksgiving Day is a harvest fest ival, thanking God for  the bounty received from God’s good 
graces.  People have always found ways of expressing thanks to their  deit ies for  favors received, usu-
ally by way of some kind of sacr ifice.  These sacr ifices returned to the source of all l i fe a por t ion of 
what  one had received. 
 Thanksgiving has been a basic theme in all rel igions throughout  history.  Regardless of race 
and ethnic or igin, all peoples have enjoyed harvest  fest ivals.  They celebrated the end of the growing 
season and the fruit  of their  hard work with feast ing.   
 I n 1789, President  George Washington, at  the author izat ion of Congress, proclaimed Nov. 
26th, 1789, a day of nat ional thanksgiving. A regular  annual celebrat ion, however, did not  exist  
throughout  the individual states.  Finally, President  Abraham L incoln proclaimed the last  Thursday 
of November as a day dedicated to praise and thanks to a gracious Father.  This annual proclamat ion 
by the president  was cont inued each year.  Finally, Congress passed legislat ion in 1941 that  the 
fourth Thursday of November be observed as Thanksgiving Day and a nat ional holiday. 

 Thanksgiving is pr imar i ly a family celebrat ion, a t ime for  famil ies 
and fr iends to feast  at  table with one another.  Special table grace (from the 
Lat in gratiea, “thanks”) is prayed.  Most  churches celebrate with a special  
prayer service, often ecumenical in at tendance.  Although the day is not 
part  of the church year calendar, a vot ive Mass of Thanksgiving is usually 
used for  the Mass formula.

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� ccording to the ªStatutes of the Eparchy of St. Maron of Brooklyn,º the elections of the Parish Pastoral and 
Stewardship Councils are to be conducted in the following manner: 

St atu e 411.  Membership of the Pastoral Council is not to exceed nine (9) lay persons and is not to be less than 
five (5) lay persons. 

St atu e 413.  The majority of the Pastoral Council are to be elected.  The Pastor can determine that officers of 
certain organizations, commissions, or committees can serve as ex officio members of the Pastoral Council. 

St atu e 414.  At the time of constituting the Pastoral Council, fifty-percent of the elected members are to be 
elected for a one-year term and fifty-percent of the elected members are to be elected for two-year term.  Succeeding 
elections shall be every year for fifty percent of the members for a two-year term. 

St atu e 415.  Alternate members can be elected to fill any vacancies that occur among the elected members. 

St atu e 441.  The Stewardship Council is comprised of three (3) persons. 
a) Two of the members of the Stewardship Council are to be elected. 
b) One member is to be appointed by the Pastor. 

St atu e 442.  The elected members of the Stewardship Council are to be elected for a two-year term.  The 
appointed member is to be appointed for a one-year term.  Members are eligible for re-elections or reappointment.   

St atu es 416 &  443.   

a) Elections to the Pastoral and Stewardship Councils are to be conducted in September. 
b) Sixty days prior to the election, the Pastor is to appoint an Election Committee (Chehade Chihane & Al Suman) 
who will prepare a list of candidates for election to one-year or two-year terms of service.  Prior to publication, this 
list is to be kept confidential and is to be submitted to the Pastor for approval.  The Pastor is not obliged to provide 
reasons for the removal of any potential candidates from the list. 
c) It is the responsibility of the Election Committee to determine the manner, time and place of the elections. 
d) It is the responsibility of the Election Committee to conduct the election and report to the Pastor, who will 
communicate the results to the Parish. 
e) A person enjoys the power to vote in the elections if he/she is a member of the parish in good standing. 

St atu e 417.  A person is ineligible to be a member of the Pastoral Council if: 
a) A person from the same household is a candidate or is currently serving on the Pastoral Council. 
b) He/she has been removed from the list of candidates by the Pastor. 

St atu e 443 (e).  A person is ineligible to be a member of the Stewardship Council if: 
i) A person from the same household is a candidate or is currently serving on the Stewardship Council. 
ii) He/she has been removed from the list of candidates by the Pastor. 

St atu e 418 &  444.  The members of the Pastoral & the Stewardship Councils are to be installed during an 
appropriate liturgical or para-liturgical ceremony. 

St atu e 419 &  445.  All members of the Pastoral &  Stewardship Councils, except for the Pastor, have the right to 
vote. 

St atu es 420 &  446.  The Officers of the Pastoral &  the Stewardship Councils are the Chairpersons and the 
Secretaries and serve under the direction of the Pastor. 

St atu es 421 &  447.  The lay members of the Pastoral and Stewardship Councils shall elect from among the lay 
members Chairpersons and Secretaries. 

St atu e 448.  The Chairpersons and Secretaries are elected for term of one (1) year and are eligible to be re-
elected.
